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Safety

Hello all

Pierre here, a new voice from the safety side, as Gareth has graciously handed over his
duties as safety officer to me.

2010 is not only the year of the FIFA World Cup euphoria, with the accompanying airspace
restrictions, and the required SSC’s, FAC’s, FP’s, AIC’s, AIP’s and just about every other
acronym you can come up with which will affect VFR flying in Cape Town in the coming
months.

2010 is also the year of SMS...Safety Management System...which has become compulsory
for any operator within South Africa and that includes training operators or ATO’s such as
Cape Town Flying Club. Behind the scenes, we've been working hard to compile CTFC’s
SMS manual, and look out for some changes soon on the booking system to start
incorporating SMS within the daily CTFC operations. Most notably the changes relate to
filing of hazard reports, and maintaining your individual safety status by not only attending
safety meetings, but also participating with SMS utilizing the booking system.

Another major component of SMS is a “Just Culture” environment. Just Culture?? What's
that?

A “Just Culture” refers to a way of safety thinking that promotes a
qguestioning attitude, is resistant to complacency, is committed to
excellence, and fosters both personal accountabilit y and corporate self-
regulation in safety matters.

Above is the best definition | could find, but apart from fostering a new safety attitude, “Just
Culture” supports learning from unsafe acts, a learning environment rather than punishment.
To resist complacency, disciplined flying and self-discipline is vital, but to maintain discipline
within a club environment does not always mean punishment...thus with “Just Culture” the
possibilities are there to learn from each other’s acts, and in flying, learning and filling your
“bag of experience” is very helpful for the day for when you just might need it.

Our first safety meeting of the year will be next Wednesday 24 March at 18h00, a Garmin
296 GPS presentation by Mr. Karl Jensen, hope to see lots of you there to learn about the
GPS which is currently fitted in ZS-SAS and ZS-KSS.

January and February made for an interesting start to 2010 regarding safety with some
interesting occurrences, which we’ll discuss as part of SMS, but any flight is filled with so
much risk, that the successful achievement of a safe flight often get's lost in the record
books, so here’s my statistic for January and February 2010:-

CTFC aircraft carried out 395 successful landings in the months of January and February
2010
